Executive Council Meeting Minutes

February 24, 2007

A meeting of the Executive Council (EC) for the WRC of NAVHDA was held on Feburary 24th, 2007 at the home of Sean Timmens, near Mount Horeb, WI.   Sean Timmens, President, called the meeting to order at approximately 9:15 a.m.

Attendees:  Sean Timmens, President; Chuck Vierthaler, Vice President; Paul Juckem, Secretary; Linda Bennett, Treasurer; Laurie Vierthaler, Director of Publications;  John Calandra, Test Secretary; Diane Calandra, Test Director.

Old Business: 

Handler’s Clinic: Sean confirmed that North Central will host a clinic this year.

Shooter’s Clinic: Sean confirmed that the shooter’s clinic is scheduled for June 23 and September 15.

Raffle:  Bonnie Crawford has agreed to coordinate the raffle this year.  The raffle license was renewed by Paul Juckem and Linda Bennett in February, 2007. Linda Bennett motioned to maintain ticket prices at $10 ($40 for 5) for a gun, and to look into the possibility of allowing the winner to chose the gauge (12, 20, or 28). Chuck Vierthaler seconded.  Motion carried.  
Gift to the Wedigs (where the 2006 hunt for terminally ill Children was held):  Chuck Vierthaler motioned to have the chapter purchase a plaque (possibly with a group picture of the children), a package to a lodge in WI Dells, and a gift certificate to Pappa Bears furniture, for which the total cost should be approximately $800.  Diane Calandra seconded.  This gift was suggested because WRC was not charged for use of the land or the 78 pheasants that were released, and because it would be more difficult to compare gifts from one year to the next than a gift of cash.  Motion carried.
Bylaw amendment for election of Directors:  Tabled for a future meeting.

Clyde Vetter:  Sean confirmed Clyde Vetter clinic will be May 5, 2007.
Dave Walker:  John Calandra motioned that the WRC pay the $350 registration fee for one of the members of the WRC Training Team (Bob Britten, Donna Cochenet, Brian ) to attend the 2007 Dave Walker Clinic in Iowa.  The attendee would be charged with 1) evaluating the potential transferability of Dave’s methods to WRC members and, 2) be prepared to explain to members how Dave’s methods can be integrated with traditional NAVHDA methods at a possible future WRC sponsored clinic.  Diane Calandra seconded.  Motion carried.
Third test:  Discussed.  Formal action was tabled for a future meeting.
Mazo. workday: Sean confirmed the Mazo workday is scheduled for April 1st. 

Mazo Grounds Assoc. request $500 additional for fence:  Sean distributed a letter from Mazo. Grounds Assoc. (MGA) requesting WRC contribute an additional $500 towards building a fence along Hwy Y. Chuck Vierthaler motioned to write a letter to MGA indicating that the EC would like to see a Plan of Action and associated timeline pertaining to two WRC priorities: 1) improving duck search waters, and 2) field maintenance (brush clearing), before making additional donations to MGA.  Paul Juckem seconded.  Motion carried.
Inventory capital investments:   Discussed.  Formal action was tabled for a future meeting.

Pheasant Fest:  NAVHDA international has paid for a booth at the 2007 Pheasant Fest in Minneapolis.  Sean will ask members to help staff this booth.  No formal action required.

Suggestion that WRC host a future NAVHDA International Meeting:  Discussed.  Formal action was tabled for a future meeting.
