Executive Council Meeting Minutes

June 30, 2007

Old Business: 

Hunt for terminally ill children:  Tanglewood has agreed to host the hunt for terminally ill children again. The board voted to schedule the hunt for October 6th, 2007.  Diane Calandra will chair a committee to organize promotion of the hunt and coordinate with the companies that have already expressed interest in donating monies to the chapter specifically for this event.  Laurie Vierthaler will chair a committee to recruit and organize volunteers and guides for the event.

Bylaw amendment for the four Directors:  Proposed amendments to the bylaws were presented to the board of directors.  After discussion, the board voted to support the proposed amendments, as written, and convene a Membership Meeting at which the proposed amendments will be ratified or denied by the membership of the chapter.
