Old Business:

Website  
Connie discussed the work done to upgrade the WRC website. With input from WRC officers, Connie has made updates to the information and the website is ready to go live within one week. Motion to accept the website design and appoint Connie Roewer as webmaster with an email account to respond to inquiries was made by Linda Bennett and seconded by Brian White, motion passed.
New Business:

Election of Officers for 2010
Linda Bennett and Sean Timmens accepted the duties as nominating committee. Candidates for President and Treasurer were discussed. Additional names were suggested to fill the open Director positions. Motion to accept Linda and Sean as the nominating committee and to authorize them to recruit the suggested candidates was made by Brian White, seconded by Donna Cochenet, motion passed.
Action item: Nominating committee will submit names of the candidates to the secretary by October 1st.

2010 Annual Meeting
Dates, locations and formats for holding the 2010 annual membership meeting were discussed. Possible locations include Cedar Valley (as first choice) and the Oasis Game Farm (as second choice). It was decided that the format for the meeting would be a dinner meeting in the evening. Interested members could arrange hunts with the hunt club during the day. The date was set for January 16, 2010 prior to the International Annual Meeting. Laurie Vierthaler was chosen as the WRC delegate to the International Annual Meeting.  A motion was made to accept the date, location and format for the WRC annual meeting by Linda Bennett and seconded by Brian White, motion passed.  A second motion was made to accept Laurie Vierthaler as the WRC delegate to the NAVHDA International Meeting. The motion was made by Donna Cochenet, seconded by Connie Roewer, motion passed. 
Action item: Sean Timmens will contact Cedar Valley to reserve the date.
2010 Activities
Chapter activities for the upcoming year were discussed. Suggestions included basic obedience classes, field manners obedience, pro-trainer clinics, NAVHDA handler clinic and shooting clinics. After much discussion it was decided to recommend to the new WRC board to pursue basic obedience &/or field manners classes during the winter months and offer a handlers clinic. A suggestion was made to ask Morrie Link to invite Bruce Ramos to give a demo at one of WRC’s training days. A motion to recommend obedience classes and a handlers clinic to the incoming WRC officers as activities for 2010 was made by Donna Cochenet and seconded by Connie Roewer, motion passed.
2010 Testing
A suggestion was made to hold single tests until WRC can consistently fill all the openings. Suggested test dates were proposed: spring tests in May (May 15 & 16), a NA test in June (June 25) and a fall test in August (August 21 & 22). Birds should be reserved now to ensure quality flying birds for the spring test.  Recommendations were to reserve 150 chukars from Carnegie and 12 ducks from Beau Bittners for the spring test. Pheasants would be obtained from local hunt clubs at the end of their seasons. Corey Bauer would be a good source for 50 chukars for the June test. A motion to reserve birds in advance by putting a cash deposit down with a bird supplier was made by Linda Bennett and seconded by Laurie Vierthaler, motion passed.
Action item: Laurie Vierthaler will reserve 150 chukars from Carnegie before October 31.

Open Discussion:
Promotions
Several promotional items with WRC NAVHDA logo were considered. After discussion it was decided to make hats available for purchase at WRC’s annual membership meeting. A sample of an embroidered shirt would also be on display and orders taken. Motion to obtain hats and a sample shirt was made by Laurie Vierthaler and seconded by Donna Cochenet, motion passed.
Action item: Linda Bennett will order a dozen hats and a sample shirt to have available for sale at the annual meeting January 16, 2010.

Volunteer of the Year Award
A discussion was held regarding nominees for the volunteer of the year award. A candidate was chosen. A motion to accept the candidate for the award was made by Brian White and seconded by Laurie Vierthaler, motion passed.
A motion to adjourn was made by Linda Bennett, seconded by Brian White; motion carried.
