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The first training day of the 2010 season presented us with some nice weather con-

sidering it was the end of March.  It was great to see many of you again and a genu-

ine pleasure to meet some new members.  I want to thank those members who 

stepped up and helped take the lead on organizing some of the groups.  Your assis-

tance is much appreciated!  I want to welcome and ask for your feed back on what I 

can do better to improve the structure of our training days. I received some sugges-

tions on how we could brake out into smaller groups and avoid the rush to purchase 

birds all at once. 

  

I have to preface what I write here with the note that ñI am not a professional dog 

trainerò.   

  

Over the course of the last ten years I have listened to the wisdom of many experi-

enced handlers and trainers. I have tried to remember the important points that many 

have shared with me.  These things are the most basic elements when we are devel-

oping a working relationship with our dogs.  

  

First:  Every thing you want to accomplish with your dog out in the field has to start 

with the basic commands around the house;:come, sit stay, etc.  If your dog doesnôt 

listen to you at home or while on a leash why would he listen to you out in the 

field?  The field is going to have more distractions and temptations than the con-

trolled environment at home.  

  

Second:  Every time you and your dog have an interaction your dog is learning 

something.  You have to be constantly vigilant of what you are teaching the dog at 

any given time.  If the dog is whining in its crate and you let it out, what did you just 

teach the dog? 

  

Third:  Never give a command you cannot or are not willing to enforce.  In the 

words of Blaine Carter, ñIf your standing at the door in your underwear and bunny 

slippers, donôt even say the word ócomeôò.   

  

Fourth:  (This closely relates to second and third) Give a command once and once 

only!  Anything said after the first command only teaches the dog he doesnôt have to 

listen the first, second, thirdé times the command is given.

Sonoma Style Pheasant (Chef Mark Mancuso)  

 
2 Pheasant breasts (grouse, mourning doves or 
store bought chicken) 

 
NOTE: don't overcook the game birds. These 
should be cooked to medium rare or medium at the 
most 
 
1 cup of red grapes 
1 cup balsamic vinegar 
1 cup of flour 
olive oil 
2 tblspns of cold butter 

 
Lightly flour the pheasant breasts  
Sauté in hot pan with the olive oil 
Add the grapes and vinegar, reduce the heat and 
reduce the vinegar to syrup like consistency. (keep 
an eye on it as it only takes about a minute or less) 
Add the butter and let it melt and stir into sauce. 
Place grouse on plate and pour sauce over it. 

 
From start to finish this will only take about ten min-
utes.

Be Sure to Get Your Dog Training Permits  

For those members who are training on the WRC training days, or on own their 

own, it is imperative that you secure a dog training permit from the DNR at the 

Fish Hatchery Road site in Madison.  It is a three year permit that allows you to train 

at class one training grounds all year long.  It provides you the ability to train with 

live birds with your dog by providing you with tags to affix to their legs.  This prevents 

you from being cited for killing game birds illegally while training. 

 

You are allowed to select the class one training grounds that you would like to 

choose for a fee of $25 for the three years. Such grounds would not only include the 

Mazomanie grounds, but also other such grounds like Bong near Burlington, Pine Is-

land near Portage, Mead near Junction City to name a few within the state. 

 

This is a necessary requirement by the DNR for all handlers, even on off 

training days.  Our club has a permit that covers WRC members for training days 

only at our grounds.

Gunners:  Fires blank shot for NA.  Also needed for UT, for duck blind steadiness and field test. 
 
Lunch Coordinator:  Helps set up and organize the lunch for the Test Day. 
 
Other:  People to help set up and clean up, and help with whatever needs arise. 
 
One of the biggest goals for the WRC this year was to rebuild our relationship with Rush Creek to encourage 
more people to test with our club.  In order for this test to be as successful as we can make it, we need you to 
help us by volunteering.
