For those members who are training on the WRC training days, or on own their
own, it isimperative that you secure a dog training permit from the DNR at the
Fish Hatchery Road site in Madison. It is a three year permit that allows you to trair
at class one training grounddl year long. It provides you the ability to train with
live birds with your dog by providing you with tags to affix to their legs. This preven

you from being cited for killing game birds illegally while training.

You are allowed to select the class one training grounds that you would like to
choose for a fee of $25 for the three years. Such grounds would not only include the
Mazomanie grounds, but also other such grounds like Bong near Burlington, Pine Is

land near Portage, Mead near Junction City to name a few within the state.

This is a hecessary requirement by the DNR for all handlers, even on off
training days.

A note on E -collars: You will never teach a dog any commands with a training collar! A training collar is

nothing more than a hearing aid. The dog better already know what the command means before you push
a button. In addition to that point when you push the button on your transmitter you and the dog better
be thinking the same thing! I f you candot find you
buttons. I f your dog is pointing a bird and you a
thing. Ecollars are great training tools but we have to be careful in how we use them. The dog is always
learning something that are you teaching him with each of your actions. He may learn that birds shock him
as in the example above or he may learn that running deer shock him. The two of you have to be thinking

the same thing!

T Avoid taking pictures eye-level. Move around . The closer the better 8 that does not
mean using the zoom feature.

1 Wide angle shots give more information. Use telephoto lenses for sports.

Fill the frame with your picture for more interest.

1 Use your flash on the camera for daylight photos to allow a balance of light (e.g., some-
one with sunlight at the back). Overcast days produce the best pictures.

1 To enhance lighting on a subject, hold a white poster board next to person/object to
brighten the features. Black poster board takes away some of the excess light.

1 Using the view finder interior framed use one of the four corner points to create an inter-
esting focal part of the photo. Using the center of the frame takes away from the drama

of the shot.

1 Pan the movement of your dog runningd focus on the dog; the background will become a
blur.

1 For really good prints, go to a camer a s|h

essing equipment is of a lower quality.
1 The hour before and after sunrise are the best for many shots.
1 When all else fails for an outdoor shot, wait for the weather to change.

Again, this is only a small portion of what we can do to take better pictures. Bring your cam-
era to training daysd Derek will be happy to show you some tips and demonstrate how to
take a great picture of your best buddy! Then take lots of photos for future enjoymentd and
share with us here on the newsletter and/or our website?
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Has your dog been sprayed by a skunk? Even if not, all dog owners should know how to haniilstitn case. You may have
heard of skunk odor remedies like tomato juice or vinegar, but they really just cover up the odor. This recipe causes aahem
reaction that breaks up the oils and neutralizes the odor.

As soon as you realize your dog has been sprayed by a skunk, don some rubber or latex gloves and old clothes and Ipok Iuer
over for bites or scratches. Also check her eyes for redness or discharge. If any injuries are found, you should contact|you
veterinarian before proceeding.

9 Time is of the essence her¢he longer you wait to begin the process, the harder it will be to remove the stench. Get set|up
for bathing your dogutdoors or in an easy to clean area of your home (laundry room, bathroom, etc). If indoors, open @ win-
dow to save your nose!

T Apply a small strip of eye lubricant (suchPasalubg or 1-2 drops of mineral oil to your dog's eyes. This will help protect the
eyes in case any of the solution splashes or drips in.

9 Inthe plastic container, combine hydrogen peroxide, baking soda and liquid soap. Add the lukewarm water if needed (for lar-
ger dogs). Mix ingredients well. Solution will fizz, as a chemical reaction is occurring. Use immedidatedt/store.

Do not soak your dog with water prior to bathing. Promptly begin cleansing the affected areas thoroughly, massaging {he solu-

tion deep into your dog's coat. You may wish to use a sponge or washcloth. Avoid getting the solution in the eyes, earg or

mouth.

Allow the solution to remain on your dog for at least five minutes (longer if strong odor persists).

Rinse your dog well with lukewarm water. Repeat stefse® necessary until odor is gone.

Dry your dog well and give her a treat!

The solution can be used to remove skunk odor from clothing and other fabrics. However, it can have a mild bleaching effedt o
some materials. In addition, your dog's coat may become slightly lighter as a result of the solution. If this happeuis, iesbloe
over time. Don't worry, your black dog will not become a platinum blond!
