
 On this upcoming weekend, May 15 and 16, we will hosting our first Chapter test days for 
the season.  For those of you with pups, you may want to come by the Mazomanie Class One 
dog training grounds starting about 7:30 a.m. to see what a Natural Ability test involves in 
terms of puppy expectations, and what a handler needs to know to help his dog receive a fair 
assessment of his/her abilities.  
 
 The Natural Ability test focuses on how well a dog under 16 months of age uses its nose on 
the ground for a track, how much they enjoy swimming, and how much prey drive they have 
when running a field looking  for game.   Judges look for the puppy to find scent and to hold a 
short point to show that it indeed has found the bird.  Puppies do not have to fetch or stay 
still; they only need to be able to come back to the handler if they do chase after the bird in 
flight.  It is great fun to watch a young dog have great fun in doing these exercises.  The

On Sunday, for those handlers thinking of going to the next level of testing for their dog over 
16 months, the Utility Tests will be held.  Again, the tests will be held on the Mazo grounds 
with the exception of the duck search.  That water test will be held at the water over off of 
Hwy. 78, just two miles north of Racek Road, and north of Black Earth. 
 
The Utility tests are a bit more rigorous in that the older dog is judged on the use of nose, 
cooperation, desire to work, and obedience.  A solid point on game is expected along with 
retrieve of the bird.  A dispatched duck is used for laying down a track to see if the dog can 
find wounded game that has run off, and the duck search asks the dog to seek out a live duck 
who is down in cover in water.  The dog does not see the duck placed out; it has to rely on 
persistence and desire to find the duck for the handler.  Another similar test allows the dog to 
see a dispatched duck land in the water for a retrieve to hand.  Obedience is evaluated in 
each venue as well as in a short course where the dog is expected to walk at heel with its

Pheasant & Broccoli Alfredo  

 
2 Pheasant breasts (grouse, or store bought 
chicken) 

 
NOTE: don't overcook the game birds. These 
should be cooked to medium rare or medium at the 
most 
 
4ð5 cups broccoli florets (from 1 large bunch) 

2 T. extra virgin olive oil 

4ð6 skinless breast halves, cut crosswise, into 1/2 
inch wide strips 

 1 large red bell pepper, thinly sliced 

1ð2 garlic cloves, peeled and finely chopped 

1 2/3 cups whipping cream 

1 1/2 cups grated Parmesan cheese 

1/2 cup grated Monterey Jack Cheese 

3/4 lb. penne or rigatoni pasta, freshly cooked 
 
 

 
Directions: 

Steam florets until just tender; about 3 min. Set aside.  

 Preheat broiler.  Butter 13x9x2 inch broiler proof bak-
ing dish.  Heat olive oil in heavy large pot over me-
dium, high heat.  Working in batches, sauté meat strips 
until just cooked through, about 4 min.  Transfer strips 
to bowl.  Add sliced red pepper and garlic to pot and 
sauté until just tender, about 5 min.   Add whipping 
cream, 1 c. Parmesan cheese and all the Monterey 
Jack cheese.  Simmer until sauce thickens slightly, 
about 5 min.  Add meat strips and any juices in bowl to 
sauce.  Add cooked pasta and broccoli and toss until 
sauce coats the mixture.  Season with salt and pepper.  
Transfer to baking dish.  Sprinkle with remaining 1/2 c. 
Parmesan over the top.   

 

Broil until golden brown on top, about 3 minutes and 
serve.   

Serves 4. 

Try adding mushrooms, sun-dried tomatoes, toasted 
pine nuts or wilted spinach to the sauce.

Be Sure to Get Your Dog Training Permits  

For those members who are training on the WRC training days, or on own their 

own, it is imperative that you secure a dog training permit from the DNR at the 

Fish Hatchery Road site in Madison.  It is a three year permit that allows you to train 

at class one training grounds all year long.  It provides you the ability to train with 

live birds with your dog by providing you with tags to affix to their legs.  This prevents 

you from being cited for killing game birds illegally while training. 

 

You are allowed to select the class one training grounds that you would like to 

choose for a fee of $25 for the three years. Such grounds would not only include the 

Mazomanie grounds, but also other such grounds like Bong near Burlington, Pine Is-

land near Portage, Mead near Junction City to name a few within the state. 

 

This is a necessary requirement by the DNR for all handlers, even on off 

training days.  Our club has a permit that covers WRC members for training days 

only at our grounds.

$320.  The net proceeds from the donations support breast 
cancer research, education, screening and treatment.  Our 
goal is to eradicate breast cancer.

Here is  a snapshot of what Derek had to share about taking quality pictures at his presenta-
tion on June 18 at our last training day! 
 
¶ Read  your camera manualsðtwice. 
¶ Plan on making many shots of your subject to get that ONE shot that youôll love. 
¶ Avoid taking pictures eye-level.  Move around . The closer the better ð  that does not 

mean using the zoom feature. 
¶ Wide angle shots give more information.  Use telephoto lenses for sports. 
¶ Fill the frame with your picture for more interest. 
¶ Use your flash on the camera for daylight photos to allow a balance of light (e.g., some-

one with sunlight at the back).  Overcast days produce the best pictures. 
¶ To enhance  lighting on a subject, hold a white poster board next to person/object to 

brighten the features.  Black poster board takes away some of the excess light. 
¶ Using the view finder interior frameðuse one  of the four corner points to create an inter-

esting focal part of the photo.  Using the center of the frame takes away from the drama 
of the shot. 

 
Again, this is only a small portion of what we can do to take better pictures.  Bring your cam-
era to training daysðDerek will be happy to show you some tips and demonstrate how to 
take a great picture of your best buddy!  Then take lots of photos for future enjoymentðand 
share with us here on the newsletter and/or our website?
